THE CONSTITUTION AND RULES OF





THE BRITISH ROERMOND SAILING CLUB
SAFETY POLICY
RESPONSIBILITIES
1.
It is the responsibility of all BRSC members, their guests, family and friends to be aware of the risks inherent in sailing and to ensure they conduct their activities in the safest possible manner, paying strict attention to rules and regulations of the Club, all the local marinas, clubs and local laws etc.  If you see anything at all that is wrong and/or dangerous- then do something about it immediately.
2.
If you witness an accident or incident then please contribute to dealing with it.  If no one is taking charge then you should.  Do not ignore problems, deal with them.  Use common sense at all times.
ACCIDENTS
3.
If there is an accident, then the Harbour Master must be informed immediately.  His office is immediately below the Maas and Roer Club Restaurant.  If the Harbour Master is not immediately available then inform the restaurant staff, who should be asked to find the Harbour Master or a Maas and Roer Committee Member.  If the accident involves club members then inform a BRSC Committee Member as soon as possible.  If none are present, then do it by phone as soon as practicable.  Their contact telephone numbers are in the Membership List on the Notice Board.   Complete the Accident/Incident Book as soon as possible, even if the incident is minor.  A proper record must be kept.

4.
The First Aid Box is in the BRSC Club House.  Familiarise yourself with it.  If you use its contents, then tell a Committee member.

SAILING SAFETY
5.
Only people qualified as RYA Level 2 or above are allowed to take boats out under their own authority.  It is an individual's responsibility to ensure they only launch when the weather forecast and the conditions are suitable for their intended activity.

6.
The safety boat is to be available (standby or on the water as applicable) with a fully qualified helm (minimum RYA Powerboat Operator Level 2 with a safety boat endorsement) and properly briefed crew whenever sail training or organised racing is taking place.  No more than 6 dinghies should be under training unless an additional safety boat is available and briefed.  All other factors such as the experience of the trainees, number of instructors and weather conditions etc must be taken into account in accordance with RYA guidelines.

7.
All are to wear buoyancy aids (CE 50 standard (as per the Club issue)) at all times when afloat or on the pier.  Young children and poor swimmers must wear life jackets (CE 150 standard (as per the Club issue jackets)) at all times when near or on the water.  Parents are responsible for ensuring their children are appropriately dressed and equipped.  Children under 13 must always be accompanied by a parent, or responsible adult approved by their parent, at the Club.

8.
When sailing with an inexperienced sailor as crew, all helms are to brief their crew carefully on the dangers, prior to setting sail.  Special care is to be paid to the danger from the boom and an outline procedure for dealing with inadvertent capsizes.

POWERBOAT SAFETY
9.
Only qualified and authorised RYA Level 2 Powerboat Operators may use the club powerboat.  The powerboat is principally for use as a safety boat but may be used for training or other purposes if authorised by the Principal, Rear Commodore or Commodore.  In the absence of these officers then the Bosun may exceptionally authorise its use.  Passengers may be carried in the safety boat when it is on station but this should only be under controlled conditions.  In rough weather or during busy training periods passengers who cannot contribute to safety should not be carried.

SHEF STATEMENT

10.
In accordance with Service Regulations and Standing Orders, a SHEF Statement is to be produced, displayed on Club premises and reviewed annually.  The SHEF statement is to be produced and updated as required by the Bosun.

SAFETY AND SECURITY (Personal & Club Property)
· Always wear buoyancy aids/lifejackets whilst on or near the water.
· Always use the booking sheets to tally out & in all boats & all crew members.

· Members are responsible for their own safety & risk assessments for their/family/guests.
· Members must sign in all guests/visitors in the visitors register. For BRSC visitor policy see website (http://www.brsailingclub.co.uk/membership.html).

· When leaving the garage unattended always lock the door & place the key in the key press.
GARAGE

· Ensure that the garage & contents are kept/left in a clean & tidy state.

· Use the lockers/pigeon holes provided to stow clothes/baggage where possible.

· Leave chairs stacked at the end of your visit.

ALL BOATS

· Ensure that boats are rigged, used & put away correctly.

· Approach Dinghy Instructors/Experienced sailors for introduction to rigging & sailing new boats.
· Ask other sailors for help with rigging, if required. Rigging guides are available in the garage cupboard.

· Ensure trolley tyres are adequately filled before moving a boat (the pump is held in the garage). Check all other trolleys for low tyre pressures.
· All members are encouraged to consider reefing the sails before leaving shore.

· To prevent hull damage sail all glass fibre & performance boats to/from the shore & not from the jetty.

· Ensure rudders & centre/dagger boards are suitably raised when leaving/approaching shore.
· Ensure boats are sitting correctly on launching trolleys when bringing ashore (Hull damage can occur).

· Rest trolleys against the stopper bricks to prevent them rolling backwards to the water’s edge

· Place a tyre under the transom to prevent hull damage if the boat is lifted.

· Fit top cover straps around the hulls & not around the launching trolleys.

· Secure top cover straps firmly & correctly. (Caution - Over tightening can cause tears/damage).

· Ensure top covers are adequately secured to the gudgeon bracket (rudder mount) at the stern.

· Tie down boats after use.

· Always leave the boat in a condition in which you would expect to find it.

· Notify the committee or Mike White of any damage/losses & leave a note on the garage white board.
HIGH PERFORMANCE BOATS (RS 400, RS Vision, Laser 2000, Laser Stratos, Dart 16)

· Use PVC tape to cover all sharp edges (e.g. forestay ring, jib fixings top & bottom, shroud plates etc.) to prevent sails from catching & tearing. Remember good sailors always have tape with them.

· Under 18s are to use masthead flotation devices when sailing high performance boats.

· All others are encouraged to consider masthead flotation when sailing high performance boats.
